Make-Up Work Policy

D.O.L.- Daily Oral Language activities will be posted everyday at the beginning of class.  Students are to complete the activity upon entering class.  

Vocabulary- A word of the day will be posted with the D.O.L. and students are to copy the word and definition in their vocabulary section of their notebook.  Every Wednesday students will be quizzed over vocabulary.  

Personal Novel-Students will be required to read an outside novel every six weeks.  The genre and/or page length will be specified by the teacher.  Students must complete an activity or assignment at the end of the six weeks to demonstrate understanding of their novel.  The assignment and date will be posted on the website at the beginning of each six weeks.  The novel must be present in class the day of the assignment.

Writing Journal- Students must have a 200- page spiral notebook in class every day.  Students will write daily in this journal and periodically turn in written work.
